at home drinking and watching the
kids. He began to cheat on me. 1
was so angry. 1 felt like a fool. 1
was hurt so I refrained from being
intimate with him. Then he began
to pay for our time together. 1 felt
like if be would pay, then someone
else would also. I began to sleep
with other men_for money and
drugs. He did what he wanted and
1 did what I wanted.”

Aremelder remembers
the time her husband received
what appeared to be a wind-
fall from his Social Security
benefits. During this time the
drug binges started again. She
says that he took the money
and headed for North Caro-
lina, leaving her and the boys
behind. While in Virginia, she
finished her nursing aid certi-
fication. ‘T just knew the rela-
tionship was over. We could never
have money and love at the same
time. . .or so 1 thought. Somehow I
found my way back to him in
North Carolina and we began to
travel to different states.” After
turning up in Atlanta, the
shame and hurt greeted
Aremelder again. This led her
back to the streets. She began
to run aimlessly leaving her
husband and her children
behind. This time it appeared
her husband wanted things to
work...but it was too late. He
left Atlanta with the boys.
Aremelder found herself run-
ning again. She moved to
Fast St. Louis with her
mother.

Before Aremelder could
settle in East St. Louis, she
discovered that her husband
no longer had custody of her
boys. He had placed them in
a home in Nashville, Tennes-
see. What could have hap-
pened? So off to Tennessee
she went to get them. When
she returned to East St.
Louis, she noticed things had

changed. Her mother’s
arms were not as open as
they were before, so she
moved to Alton, a small
town outside of East St.
Louis, Ilinois. “T moved to
the honsing projects in Alton
thinking it wonld be djfferent.
Things escalated and became
worse. My husband came to
Alton. We were starting all over
again. . .burt on top of hurt. The
same things repeated again. 1
bung out at night. I remember
stabbing him as be fought me.
As I stated before, the relation-
ship was over. Finally he left,
becanse I was dating the mainte-
nance giy. Unfortunately, my
children were witnesses to all of
this.”

Many times as we go
through struggles in our
lives, we have a difficult
time defining a healthy rela-
tionship. In some cases,
what we walk into seems so
much better than what we
walked away from. Could
this be because we don’t
truly know, when we’re in a
dysfunctional cycle?
Aremelder continued to
seek happiness and solace
beyond what she had al-

ready experienced...

T called him my guardian
angel. He protected me from a lot
of stuff. However, there was one
problem. He lived with a woman
and was not going to leave ber.
That created a whole lot of chavs.
He never bit me, but I hit him
becanse he wonldn’t let me get
high like I wanted to. He was
also an aleoholic. We argued
constantly. It was so bad the boys

(1) Tell us a little bit
about yourself and the
ministry in which you
operate.

Consistent with the mission
of Jesus, Chrisdan Women's
Outreach, Incorporated
(CWO), based in Indianapo-
lis, Indiana, is primarily
committed to serving the
needs of others. Specifically,
CWO aims to assist Chris-
tian women in actively min-
istering to each other and to
the wider community. To
this end, CWO is actively
involved in 2 primary areas
of community activity:

(i) Educational Workshops

and Seminars for Women
Every year, in early October,
CWO sponsors an all-day
conference for women. The
main purpose of these con-
ferences is to bring women
together in an environment
of fellowship and unity
where they can discuss vital
issues and listen to anointed
and  dynamic  Christian
speakers. We hope that the
conferences will challenge
women to take an introspec-
tive look at themselves and
to desire personal and spiri-
tual growth. Free lunch is
provided, and there is no fee
for attendance, so anyone
who wishes to attend can do
so. Though the conferences
take place in Indianapolis,
participants come  from
churches, from organiza-
tions, and on their own
from all over Indiana, usu-
ally averaging about 120 in
numbert.

In additon to the annual
conference, CWO also

Ml sponsors  smaller, half-day

workshops on a variety of
issues of relevance to
women, including principles
of Christian living, coping
with  abusive situations,
godly women of the Bible,
friendship and others. These
free workshops take place at
various locations in Indian-
apolis on average 3 times
per year.

(i) Donations to Charitable
Institutions

CWO makes contributions
of money, food or clothing
to several organizations,
including  the  Salvation
Army, Wheeler Mission and
the  Compassion  Soup
Kitchen. Since CWO is not
yet set up to have its own
food or clothing storehouse,
it supports those institutions
that are.

Plans for the Future

CWO intends to be innova-
tive and dynamic in finding
new ways to assist the com-
munity, so its specific goals
for the future are subject to
change and expansion. At
present, however, CWO
plans to have its own loca-
tion where it can store sup-
plies to be distributed to the
needy. It will continue to
host and sponsor confer-
ences, seminars and work-
shops to inspire and train
women toward personal
improvement. CWO also
plans to execute educational
progtrams for young and/or
unwed mothers.

CWO has been in operation
for the past 10 years.

I struggled in this area, and
although my trust in God has
increased tremendously, I still

struggle in this area
from time to time. Back
in the day when my
struggle was the great-
est, I would always have
these reoccurring
dreams of driving a
speeding car that was
totally out of control. Fi-
nally, in late 2000, when
God healed my husband of
cancet, I began to hear
God. He had been speak-
ing to me for over a decade
but I was always too con-
sumed with worty to hear
Him. However, that mira-
cle (along with several oth-
ers that followed) opened
my ears to the Lord’s voice.
He was speaking the same
words over and over,

“Tracy, let Me handle it.” But
I was like many of you who
are reading this; I felt that if
I didn’t have my hand in it
then it wasn’t being handled
properly. Needless to say,
after I began to experience
the kinds of problems that I
had absolutely no control
ovet, I had no choice but to
trust Him and let Him han-
dle it. Now I've come to
realize that He does a far
better job “bandling things”
than I could ever do.

And although going
through hurt like hell, I thank
God that my love for Him
actually increased rather than
decreased.

My Humility: Thete are
many, many scriptures in
God’s word from the Old
Testament to the New
Testament that talks about
being humble.

Whenever I
think my head is above water
and I’'m doing fairly well, He
allows me to fall in need
again.

My Obedience: What
parent wouldn’t be disap-
pointed when their child out-
right disobeys them? I don’t
know of any. Likewise, God,
being our Heavenly Father, is
not pleased when we disobey
Him however; he is very
pleased when we obey Him.
God has many, many com-
mands in His word that He
encourages us to follow.
When we know a command
but refuse to obey it, we make
Him very unhappy. And you
know as well as I do that it’s

very hatd to bless a disobedi-
ent child. Therefore, it is safe
to say that we ate blessed
when we obey and cursed
when we don’t. For instance
in His word, God commands
us to tithe, “Bring the whole tithe
into the storehouse, that there may
be food in my honse.”  (Malachi
3:10a, NIV) If we do not obey
this command we set ourselves
up to be cursed; "Will a man
rob God? Yet you rob me. "But you
ask, 'How do we rob you?' "In
tithes and offerings.

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conldn’t sleep at night. Eventually
their father came and took them to
North Carolina. Shortly thereafter
the Department of Children and
Family Services became involved and
I had to get the kids from their
uncle. If that wasn’t enongh, my
sister was killed. By this time drugs
had taken over my life. I was out
there real bad! The boys eventually
came home to a full blown crack
attic, prostitute, and alcoholic. It
didn’t take long for me to get tired of
my aleobolic boyfriend. So one day
while out looking to get drunk, 1
ran into some old friends. We began
to get high and I lost track of time. 1
had possession of his truck and he
called the police, telling them, I'd
abandoned my children. The police
took them from our home. When 1
returned I was arrested for endanger-
ing the lives of my children. That
brought D.C.F.S. back into onr
lives. It was sad, because I told
myself that I was not done getting
high. 1 felt the boys would be better

off with some one else.”

Aremelder goes on to
explain the feelings of shame
and guilt, however she states it
wasn’t enough to stop her
from smoking and drinking. In

fact she says she increased her
level of indulgence, not ever
wanting to “come down”.

“DCES required me to go to
treatment but I wasn’t ready. It
took me a whole year of experiencing
abuse, suicide attempts, and people
talking about me. One of the most
burting things I experienced was
hearing the little kids call me a
crack head! I began eating off the
ground, gathering whatever I conld
Jind. Finally I was tired of walking
the streets and being bungry. By this
time, I began calling treatment
centers and found a bed available.
After being in treatment for 3
months 1 found Jesus and a whole
lot of hope. I no longer felt alone.
Then I began to look around for
long- term treatment. Springfield
was the only city that would take

me.

“T was so tried of getting high!
I told myself that I didn’t care how
long it wonld take to get my life
back on tract. Then I was afforded
the opportunity to go to a transi-
tional house for women and children.
I was a resident at the Haven
House for another year. It provided

structure and stability in my life,
the very thing I was lacking. Matk-
ing their program a part of my life
challenged me to be responsible.
Prior to this time, I'd always had a
man to do everything for me. I
learned so much during my stay at
the Haven House. I learned how to
Sunction in the real world, I learned
how to read better, I learned how to
operate within healthy boundaries, 1
learned the importance of holding
down a job beyond the first pay
check and how to manage my
money. More importantly, I devel-
oped a relationship with God. We
spent a whole lot of days and nights
together.”

“Tn April of 2005 1 received
custody of my three sons. While
DCES was instrumental in belping
to unite my family during my stay
at the Haven House, they were no
longer a part of my life. Believe it or
not, I really missed them. During
my stay at the Haven Honse I
received two- part time jobs. Even-
tually I became a full time mainte-
nance person at my church. Becanse
1 didn’t have a car, I had to walk,
catch the bus, ask for a ride, or
take a cab to get back and forth

from one place to another. Finally
I et a woman who gave me a car.
She also became my spiritual
mother and I love ber dearly.”

“As it stands, today 1'm a
graduate of the Haven House.
D' also purchasing my very first
home which is awesome. My boys
are now growing and developing
in a stable environment. The
dreans that were once lost, have
now come back! I now have a
new job in which 1 was recently
promoted. I now serve as a case
manager for clients within the
Haven House.”

“T am also excited 1o say
that I'm celebrating four years
clean (drug free) and celibate!
With everything that I've been
through, I can now belp other
women. Today you couldn’t tell
that I've been a victim of rape,
physical and mental abuse,
shootings, homeless, and near
death. 've learned that God
never wastes a hurt! I want to
enconrage others to believe that
everything you go through is to
help others so that God receives
the Glory.”

Aremelder Anderson and
her family resides in Spring-
field, IL. She has devoted
her life to empowering
other women to walk in
freedom.

timony?

Over the years, the women
who have been appointed to
leadership positions in CWO
have come from different
backgrounds, but all to-
gether, they have faced many
trials, including severe pov-
erty, depression, physical and
emotional abuse, divorce,
widowhood, loneliness, tragic
loss of loved ones, drug ad-
diction in the family, and
incarceration  of  family-
members. We know that in
this Christian walk, all things
work together for good, in-
cluding our pasts. In due
course, Christ entered our
lives, and we were happy to
hand those lives over to him.
Now, the pain of our pasts
has birthed in us a yearning
to serve and help other
women who are facing trials
of any kind. We know from
past and present experience
that hurting women need
their physical and emotional
needs met, as well as their
spiritual needs. Our experi-
ence in the world of pain has
helped us to design seminars
that reach into the heart of
damaged women of all ages
and backgrounds with the
love of Jesus Christ. At the
same time, we offer our
prayers, friendship and fel-
lowship to all women who
need it, as well as any physi-
cal assistance that we can
provide.

God has blessed CWO to
impact the lives of many
women in the past 10 years.
We have received testimonies
from many that they have
been strengthened to face
and overcome their situa-
tions. Some have testified
that they now take a spiritual
approach when dealing with
loved ones (praying, fasting,

gentleness and love), rather
than trying to deal with situa-
tions in the flesh (anger,
spite, and contention). Many
have found the strength to
forgive those who caused
them pain, and to let go of
the bitterness that accompa-
nies unforgiveness. Some
women have started on the
road to valuing themselves
more highly rather than re-
maining in bondage to the
low self-esteem that plagues
many of our sisters, even in
the church. Most impor-
tantly, some have been born
again into Christ, and have
dedicated themselves to min-
istry as well.

8. What is the one thing
you would like to share
with women who are seek-
ing their purpose?

If you are a woman seeking
your purpose, stay in the
Word! Take every opportu-
nity to hear the preached
Word in your local church,
and to study and apply the
Rema Word in your Bible
Study and private time. The
Lord promises that anyone
who meditates in the Word
day and night will prosper in
every work of their hands
(Psalm 1:2-3). He also prom-
ises that everyone who walks
after the Word that he has
heard will be blessed in his
work (James 1:25).

9. Was there ever a time in
ministry when you wanted
to quit? Share this experi-
ence with us briefly and
how you were empowered
to keep going?

Every obstacle that we have
faced over the past 10 years
has become a challenge for
us to forge on faster and to
please God in the process.
God has blessed us to keep

the idea of quitting far from
our minds and hearts.

10. Tell us a little bit about
your home church, and
your spiritual leader(s).
